MDiv Entrance Tuition Waiver Conditions

MDiv Entrance Tuition Waiver

o Regular applicable student fees still apply and are the
responsibility of the student.

o Courses taken in the summer term must be offered by
Emmanuel College to be eligible for the tuition waiver, while
courses taken in other TST schools will still count against the
10-course limit.

e A student must maintain good academic standing.

o The tuition waiver is only available to students who qualify to
pay domestic tuition rates, as defined by the University of Toronto.
o No additional application is required.

e The MDiv Entrance Tuition Waiver is in effect as a pilot
project for the next two academic years: 2011-2012 and 2012-2013,
with the possible extension of a third year after review in the fall of
the second year.

o After the completion of 10 credits, students who have an over-
all average of 85%+ will be considered for Emmanuel College
in-course scholarships.

o Students are not eligible to apply for the Emmanuel Bursary
while receiving the MDiv Entrance Tuition Waiver.

o All funds will be directly applied to a student’s ROSI account.

Session will receive a tuition waiver for a maximum of 10
credits taken within 12 months of their initial registration.

International students may be eligible for other types

of student aid. Students admitted to the MDiv on a
conditional basis may still be eligible for a tuition waiver
at the discretion of the Admissions Committee.

The MDiv program is intended to equip persons for ordained
ministry in The United Church of Canada and other
denominations as well as other forms of ministry such as
pastoral care, pastoral counseling, not-for-profit work,
Christian education, chaplaincy and advanced degree study.

The MDiv consists of 30 credits. Students are allowed up to
eight years to complete the degree. It is possible to combine

the MDiv program with the MPS, MRE or MTS.
